Community Facilities        (209) 577-5211 
District Special Taxes 
 
Community Facilities Districts (CFDs) are 
created to provide a funding and 
reimbursement mechanism for public 
facilities and/or services for various 
Specific Plan areas. CFDs are 
established to ensure that new 
development projects do not solely 
become the responsibility of the 
General Fund. Under the Mello-Roos 
Community Facilities Act of 1982, a 
CFD may be used to purchase, 
construct, expand, rehabilitate or 
acquire public improvements, or 
provide public services. To date, the 
City has formed ten CFDs:

Capital Facilities Fees are fees 
collected to pay for services required 
by new growth, such as: 
 

 Police Headquarters 
 Police Vehicles 
 Fire Stations 
 Fire Vehicles 
 Streets 
 Expressways 
 Buses 
 Parks, City Hall and its Expansion 
 Traffic Signals and their 

Synchronization 
 Bike Facilities 
 Administrative Cost of Collection 

and Accounting 
 
Projects that are assessed for Capital 
Facilities Fees include:  
 

 New buildings/construction 
projects 

 Nonresidential building additions 
 Changes of use to a more 

intensive use category 
(example: change from general 
office to medical office, change 
from retail to restaurant, etc.)
