The newly remodeled Maddux Youth Center is a safe and fun place
for youth and has been since it was originally opened in 1954.
The remodel added approximately 6,125 square feet to house
a 3,500-square-foot Police Activities League (PAL) youth boxing
facility, multipurpose room (for up to 50 persons), computer class-
room for eight students and an instructor, a library with fireplace,
a game room, new entry, additional restrooms, a kitchenette and
support rooms. Also receiving some much deserved attention was
the basketball court, which received a new hardwood floor.

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Fees, policies and procedures are subject to change, as approved by the
Modesto City Council. The information contained herein summarizes
major use policies and reservation procedures.

Reservation Procedures and Policies

« Reservations: Reservations may be made up to thirteen (13) months in
advance. Renter must be at least eighteen (18) years of age.

« Facility Viewing: Facility viewing is permitted prior to booking. Call
(209) 577-5344 for more information.

« Payment: Reservations booked more than ninety (90) days prior to an event
require fifty percent (50%) payment of rental fees. All fees must be paid
ninety (90) days in advance. Events booked within ninety (90) days of
use require full payment at time of booking. Forms of payment accepted
include: Visa, MasterCard, cashier’s check, money order, cash or check.
Checks are not accepted for any event booked within thirty (30) days of
use.

« Deposits: A security deposit of $100 or one-half (1/2) of the facility rental
fee, whichever is greater, will be applied to all building facility rentals,
including special events. This deposit is secured against additional charges
for cleaning, damage, additional time of use or failure to pick up the key. A
$25 refundable key deposit is also required for some buildings, electricity
or lights.

« Refunds: When the renter is eligible for a full or partial deposit refund, the
renter may obtain a refund based on the method of payment: credit card
(credit within 3 working days), cash or check (check within 30 working
days). Key deposits paid in cash may be refunded in cash. No other
deposits will be refunded in cash.

Use Fees and Policies

« Fee Categories: In order to recognize certain occasions or renters for
whom a fee other than the full fee should be allowed, fee categories are
as follows: Nonprofit—50% of full fee; fundraiser—100% of full fee plus
5% of net profit. Commercial for profit—100% of full fee plus 5% of gross
profit. For details, call (209) 577-5344.

Rental Uses Not Permitted:

« Any use by an organization or individual for the commission of any act
intended to further any program or movement dedicated to overthrow-
ing the United States or State of California governments by force,
violence or other unlawful means.

+ Any use by any organization or individual for the commission of any
act that is prohibited by law or for the commission of any crime.

« Any use that is inconsistent with the designed use of the rental facility/
area or with the declared use stated on the rental form.

+ Any use that is discriminatory in the legal sense.

« Any use that involves the possession, consumption or sale of any
restricted substance. Note: Permit may be granted for the sale of
alcoholic beverages at designated facilities and must be approved by
Alcohol Beverage Control.

« Any use by minors under the age of eighteen (18) years of age, unless
chaperons over age 21 are present at all times.

« Any use for casino or Las Vegas gambling-type events.

« Any use by any organization whose bylaws do not meet Affirmative
Action or Americans with Disabilities Act guidelines.

+ Any use by a person, group or organization with previous violations of
City policies, procedures or regulations governing the use of the City’s
rental facilities.

+ Any use of a facility covered by this policy without prior payment of the
appropriate fee for the time of use, except picnic areas, sports fields or
sports rental facilities that may be used without reservation, provided
that there is not a paid reservation for the facility.

Alcohol in the Parks:
Alcohol is allowed in City parks by permit only; $10 fee required.
Call 577-5344 for locations to obtain permit.

Keys and Equipment:
Keys and equipment may be picked up the business day before a rental date
any time between 8:30 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. The keys and equipment shall be
returned the next business day following the event. LATE RETURN - within
one week of the due date may result in only a partial refund of the deposit.
Failure to return the key or equipment past the first week will result in forfei-
ture of the deposit and may include charges for any resulting lock and key
changes and/or equipment replacement.

A service fee may be charged for any emergency call requiring response

by City staff due to negligence of the renter, such as failure to pick up a
key prior to a reservation.

Land Dedication: If you or your organization has surplus land, what
better use than a public park? And you benefit from tax advantages and
positive community relations.

1. Planting trees, shrubs or landscape bedding

2. Maintenance of gardens, planters, baseball field stands, horseshoe pits,
tot lots and tennis courts

3. Volunteer for a variety of jobs ranging from litter pick-up to coaching
a youth sports program
